Lutsia lbragimova inizia i suoi studi nel 1972 al
Conservatorio di Mosca e in seguito frequenta un
corso postgraduate con Igor Bezrodny. Dal 1977 al
1991 in Russia ha suonato con diverse orchestre da
camera in qualita di primo violino e come solista,
quali, Ricercar, Moscow Instrumental Capella,
Moscow Academy of Ancient Music, collaborando
con musicisti come Sviatoslav Richter, Leonid
Kogan, Gidon Kremer, Oleg Kagan, Natalia Gutman,
Alexei Liubimoyv, Tatiana Grindenko e tanti altri. Nel
1991 inizia la sua carriera di docente presso la
Gnessin Music Specialist School. Dal 1996 Lutsia si
trasferisce in Inghilterra, attualmente insegna alla
Yehudi Menuhin School e al Royal College of Music di
Londra.

Lutsia Ibragimova began her studies in Moscow
Conservatoire in 1972 and later completed a
postgraduate course with the distinguished Igor
Bezrodny. From 1977-1991 she played with various
Russian Chamber Orchestras and groups as a leader
and soloist, including Ricercar, Moscow Instrumental
Capella, Moscow Academy of Ancient Music where she
collaborated with musicians such as Sviatoslav Richter,
Leonid Kogan, Gidon Kremer, Oleg Kagan, Natalia
Gutman, Alexei Liubimov, Tatiana Grindenko and many
others. In 1991 she started her teaching career both
privately and as a guest teacher of The Gnessin Music
Specialist School.

In 1996 Lutsia moved to England, where she now
teaches at The Yehudi Menuhin School and at The Royal
College of Music.

RINAT IBRAGIMOV

Rinat Ibragimov ha studiato all' Ippolitov-lvanov
College con Georgy Favorsky e al Conservatorio
Tchaikovsky di Mosca con Eugeny Kolosov. Havinto
il primo premio alla “All Soviet Union Double Bass
Competition” (1984) e al “Giovanni Bottesini
International competition” di Parma, (1989). Dal
1983-1997 é stato primo Contrabbasso del Bolshoi
Theatre Orchestra, dell' “Academy of Ancient
Music”, dei “Moscow Soloists” e dei “Soloists of the
Moscow Philharmonic.” Dal 1991 al 1997 ha
insegnato Contabbasso al Conservatorio di Mosca,
al Conservatorio Music College e alla Central
Specialist Music School. Tra le sue incisioni
discografiche si citano un CD con musiche di
Giovanni Bottesini e un CD che comprende musiche
di compositori Russi, registrato con i “Soloists of the
Bolshoi Theatre”. Ha studiato direzione d'orchestra
con Dmitri Kitaenko e Igor Dronov al Conservatorio
Tchaikovsky di Mosca e dal 1995 al 1998 Rinat é stato
direttore artistico e direttore principale della
“Moscow Instrumental Capella”. Dal 1998 Rinat is
Principal Contrabbasso della London Symphony
Orchestra e dal 1999 insegna alla Guildhall School of
Music and Dramadi Londra.

Rinat Ibragimov studied at the Ippolitov-lvanov College
with Georgy Favorsky and at the Moscow Tchaikovsky
Conservatoire with Eugeny Kolosov. He won the first
prizes in the All Soviet Union Double Bass Competition
(1984) and in the Giovanni Bottesini International
competition in Parma, Italy (1989). From 1983-1997 he
was working as the principal double bass of the Bolshoi
Theatre orchestra, the “Academy of Ancient Music”,
“Moscow Soloists” and the “The Soloists of the Moscow
Philharmonic.” Between 1991-1997 he was teaching the
double bass at the Moscow Conservatoire, Conservatory
Music College and Central Specialist Music School. His
recordings include a CD featuring the music for double
bass by Giovanni Bottesini and a CD with works by
Russian composers recorded with “The Soloists of the
Bolshoi Theatre”. Having received his training as a
conductor with Dmitri Kitaenko and Igor Dronov at the
Moscow Tchaikovsky Conservatoire, Rinat was invited to
become the conductor and artistic director of the
“Moscow Instrumental Capella”, the post he held
between 1995-1998.

Since 1998 Rinat is Principal Double Bass of the London
Symphony Orchestra and in 1999 he became professor
of Double Bass at the Guildhall School of Music and
Drama in London.

ANDREW McNEILL

Andrew McNeill ha effettuato gli studi classici di sax
alla Guildhall School Of Music and Drama di Londra,
vincendo dei premi quail il 'Concerto Prize' e il 'Lady
Mayoress' Prize' per le sue doti artistiche in entrambe
i generi Classico e Jazz. Il suo repertorio spazia dal
Barocco al Romantico, da Alexander Glazunoy,
Claude Debussy a Jacques Ibert.

Virtuoso sassofonista Andrew McNeill ha suonato
come solista alla BBC TV e Radio, alla Scottish
Television, a SKY Television e in diversi altri network
Europei. Si é esibito in diversi paesi d'Europa, Egitto
e negli USA, suonando dal vivo in prestigiose
manifestazioni internazionali quali, I'Edinburgh
International Music Festival e al culturefestival in
Sardegna Italia.

Andrew ha insegnato sax alla UK National Youth
Wind Orchestra e ha tenuto delle masterclasses in
diversi college in Inghilterra, tra i quali il Trinity Music
College diLondra.

Nel 1995 é stato premiato dalla BBC Radio 2 come il
miglior giovane artista dell'anno “Young Musician of
the Year 1995”.

Andrew McNeill was schooled as a classical saxophonist
at the Guildhall School Of Music and Drama, when he
was awarded the 'Concerto Prize' and the 'Lady
Mayoress' Prize', where he earned the reputation for
being at ease on the Classical stage and in Jazz settings.
His appearances as a concerto soloist span a repertoire
from Baroque through romantic classical music by
composers such as Alexander Glazunov to Debussy and
Ibert, to the more outrageous and brutal score by
Harrison Birtwistle, 'Panic'. A notable BBC TV recording
was a performance of a crossover style 'Sonata for sax &
piano' by jazz saxophonist Phil Woods (close friend of
Charlie Parker) of which renowned clarinetist Michael
Collins commented, "as soon as he puts the saxophone
in his mouth it just speaks". Virtuoso saxophonist Andrew
McNeill has appeared as soloist on BBC TV and Radio,
Scottish Television, SKY Television and European
networks. He has toured across Europe, Egypt and the
USA as well as broadcast live in the Edinburgh
International Music Festival and at the culturefestival
Sardinia (Italy) on the Internet. Andrew has coached the
saxophone section in the UK National Youth Wind
Orchestra and led masterclasses in UK colleges
including Trinity Music College London.

He was awarded BBC Radio 2 Young Musician of the
Year 1995.
